Since 2002, Carroll EMC has been a proud member of Green Power EMC, the stateôs first 

renewable energy program. Green Power EMC offers members renewable energy from 
landfill projects, a low-impact hydro facility, and solar demonstration projects. There are 

plans to add a wood-waste biomass plant to the mix in mid-2009. The total output from these 

resources, including the wood-waste plant is approximately 23 megawatts, the largest green 
power program in Georgia.

Arbor Day, a nationally 
celebrated observance that 
encourages tree planting and 
care, is the perfect time to 
teach children about the 
importance of our environment 
and have fun in the process. 
Carroll EMC recognizes the 
benefit of protecting trees as a 
vital natural resource to 
improve the quality of life in our communities and asks you to consider these 
guidelines when planting near electric utilities: 
 
¶ Trees and shrubs should be planted so that they will be at least 15 feet away 

from utilities at their ultimate height and width. Avoid planting near and 
around utility poles, which may hinder work crew efforts to access the pole. 
Trees and shrubs that are too close to utilities may have to be trimmed back 
or removed to meet safety guidelines. 

 
¶ Do not obstruct underground transformers or facilities. Keep shrubs and 

structures 12 feet away from the front of doors and 3 feet away from all other 
sides.  

 
¶ Know whatôs below! Be aware of underground and overhead utility line 

locations prior to digging for any project. 811 is the number you should call to 
have underground utilities marked. There is no cost for this service. 

 
¶ Contact a certified arborist or trained professional to prune or remove trees 

near or over power lines. 
 
¶ While we make every attempt to preserve the aesthetic value of trees and 

vegetation in and around rights of way, during outage situations our primary 
concern is reducing fire and electrocution hazards, and providing personal 
and public safety from falling branches and trees. Following these events, 
some trees may require additional pruning to meet safety guidelines. 

PLANTING THE RIGHT T REE  

IN THE RIGHT PLACE  

According to the Utilities Protection Center (UPC), one utility line is unintentionally 

struck every minute in the U.S. Georgia law requires that anyone performing 

mechanized activities in the state call before they dig, whether using heavy equipment 

or hand tools. Dialing 811 to have underground utilities located is simple and can not 

only avoid damage to buried utilities and disruption to utility service, it can also 

prevent personal injury and death. Call the UPC at 811 about a week before you plan to 

dig. The call and the service are FREE.
